(updated March 26, 2009)
Charges, co-pays, and/or deductibles for medical services are due and payable at the time services are rendered.  Payment may be made by cash, check, MasterCard, Visa, or Discover.

For those with health insurance:  We will file all services with your insurance company as a courtesy.  You are responsible for providing a current insurance card at each visit.  Co-pays and/or deductibles are due at the time services are rendered.  You are also responsible for any non-covered services or screenings that your insurance does not pay.  Please be familiar with the benefits that your insurance provides.  If your account has not been settled in 90 days, it may be placed with collections and future services will be provided on a cash basis only.

For those with Medicaid-  You must present a current Medicaid card with each visit.

For those who are uninsured-  You must pay all charges on the date of service unless other arrangements have been made in advance with our office manager.

For all patients:  If  your account is sent to collections due to lack of payment or not complying with payment arrangements made with office manager, you will be dismissed from the practice.

Statements are mailed monthly for outstanding balances.  Please send payment upon receipt.  Financial arrangements can be made with our office manager if needed.

The parent/guardian bringing the child in for services is the person that is financially responsible (guarantor) on the account, regardless of which parent is providing insurance coverage.
